Provider validates code using information collected on parent declaration form via the 30 hours 

facility on portal.  Provider is ‘gate keeper’ of codes – a code must have been applied for/renewed 

by the parent by end of the month before the start of the next academic term – providers can 

confirm this by validating the codes before they confirm the place with the parent.

Be careful of grace period end dates – a child cannot start an extended entitlement funded place if 

their code has expired and they are in a grace period – so try and validate your codes before the 

start of the new term.

Parents are required to re-check their eligibility every 3 months (they will receive text or email notifications 

from HMRC when these checks are due).  Providers can also remind parents to renew when the code 

appears amber/red on the 30 hours portal dashboard.
