Children throughout the
history curriculum look at
the role of parliament and
taught how the rule of the
law is fundamental to our
society and the effects if
itisignored

terms of exploring their
own career paths within
History and surrounding
the subject.

Through looking at
historical sources,
children will balance past
events through the lenses
of peoples individual
liberties against the
balance of the greater
good. For example
Victorian living in years 5.

Mutual respect is taught
and given when children
are expressing their
opinions and beliefs
through different
historical time periods.

Children are taught and
encouraged to show
respect to each other’s
beliefs, feelings and
opinions by giving each
child a forum to share
these on with the
expectation that these
must be listened to.
